Task

· Students (business) will provide a CommTech related service to an area of the school through an associate teacher (client) 
· The service must total a 5 hour commitment including production of materials and presentation of materials.    

· The service must include at least 1 original CommTech-related production (Flash, Photoshop, video, etc) 
· Students may select from the services listed or seek out their own CommTech service and confirm it with Mr. Stitt prior to service.

Sample Services: 
1. Class resources (MINGAs, Videos, etc) to be used in your other classes.   
2. Advertisements for school events / clubs 
3. Decorating a classroom
4. Workshops:  students or teachers 
5. School displays 
Steps

1. Students will seek out a CommTech service to provide by asking teachers or selecting from the list provided.  
2. Students will meet with the associate teacher, discuss and complete the Real World:  CommTech Service Contract
3. Students will submit their Service Contract to the project-in box prior to providing the service.
4. Students will use planning sheets available in the pick-up folder to begin planning their service.    

5. Students will provide CommTech services as outlined in the service contract, according the deadlines provided.  
6. Students will bring Service Contract to associate teacher for completion signature and submit to the project-in box. 
7. Students will submit all original productions into the TGJ4M – Real World CommTech drop-off folder. 

8. Students will present their Real World: CommTech services to the class in a 4-6 minute presentation following completion of the service.  
1. Introduction to your Real World project (service, associate teacher,  programs used, etc) 
2. Description of the service process (challenges, outcomes, successes, failures, etc) 
3. Productions completed during the service (deconstruct your productions – how and why)
